OUR ROLE AS EVANGELIZERS

At Jesus’ Last Supper with his apostles, one of them,
Jude, asks Him why He reveals himself to them and not to the
world. | think we’d all like to know the answer to this question,
especially in our concern about deceased relatives or those
who did not know Jesus Christ before they died. Jesus’ reply
to Jude: “Whoever will love me will keep my word, and my
Father will love him, and we will come to him and make our
abode with him,” seems to imply that there is at least a possi-
bility of salvation for those who through no fault of their own
did not know Him or were incapable of knowing Him. Indeed,
everyone is capable of love. The law of God, which is the
commandment of love, has been planted in every human
heart. Thus those who followed this law and lived according
to justice and truth are loved by the Father and can reach sal-
vation through the merits of Christ, even if they did not know
Him in this life.

It's true that Christ is the only Savior, and He has re-
vealed that the ordinary means of salvation in him is through
his Church. However, Jesus implies that the possibility of sal-
vation is still available even for those who do not know Him or
His Church. The Catholic Catechism teaches: “Those who
through no fault of their own, do not know the Gospel of Christ
or His Church, but who nevertheless seek God with a sincere
heart, and, moved by grace, try in their actions to do His will
as they know it through the dictates of their conscience----
these too may achieve eternal salvation” (CCC 847). But
note that this possibility of salvation for those who do not
know Christ does not apply to those who do not wish to know
Him and make no effort to know the truth. Salvation is not
guaranteed even to the baptized. So the Church must do
everything possible to announce the Gospel to all nations.
For this reason, the Catechism teaches: “Although in ways
known only to Himself, God can lead those who, through no
fault of their own, are ignorant of the Gospel, to that faith with-
out which is impossible to please Him, the Church still has the
obligation and also the sacred right to evangelize all
men” (CCC 848).

Thus, salvation is available for those who are open to it.
God wants all men and women to come to the knowledge of
the truth, and He is still leading everyone to this saving faith in
his own mysterious ways. Nevertheless, we who already be-
lieve have the task of helping people to come to this saving
faith in Jesus Christ. So we Catholics who are blessed with
this faith, have we begun to evangelize yet?

OUR HIGH PRIEST’S ASCENSION

Little Amy urgently needed a blood transfusion.
Her younger brother, Jimmy, had had the same
disease two years ago and had recovered. Since
Amy’s best chance of recovery was a transfusion from
someone who had recovered from the disease, Jim-
my was identified as the ideal donor. “Would you be
willing to give your blood for Amy?” asked the doctor.
Jimmy hesitated, his lower lip trembling. Finally he
smiled and said, “Sure, for my sister.” Soon both kids
were wheeled into the hospital room. Neither spoke,
but as their eyes met, Jimmy grinned. As the nurse
inserted the needle into his arm, Jimmy’s grin faded.
He watched his blood flow through the tube. The pro-
cedure finally over, Jimmy’s shaky voice broke the
silence: “Doctor, when do | die?” It was only then the
doctor realized why he had hesitated, why his lip had
trembled. Jimmy thought giving his blood to his sister
meant giving his life so she might live. Fortunately,
Jimmy didn’t have to die.

Blood was central to Temple worship in Jerusa-
lem. The Temple priests’ work involved slaughtering
animals and shedding their blood to atone for sin,
then sprinkling the people with the blood to cleanse
them from guilt. As the author of Hebrews explains,
“Under the law almost everything is purified with
blood, and without the shedding of blood, there is
no forgiveness of sins.” Thus, in the people’s deal-
ings with God, the most important personage was not
the king, nor the prophet, but the priest who offered
the sacrifice of blood that took away the sins of the
people and restored them to God’s favor. Although
Jesus never calls Himself or His apostles priests, by
the time the Book of Hebrews was written, Jewish
Christians had come to see Jesus as the eternal High
Priestpar e x c and tompareeto Jesus’ priest-
hood, the Temple priesthood was only a shadow.

The Ascension of Christ into heaven is therefore
compared to the Temple High Priest ascending the
steps into the Sanctuary to offer sacrifice. But the
sacrifice of Christ is infinitely superior. The Temple
priests offered the blood of lambs, but the blood of the
Son of God is infinitely more powerful than the blood
of lambs to take away our sins. Today, as we cele-
brate the Ascension of the Lord into heaven, let us not
mourn the disappearance of Christ. Rather let us
celebrate his going up into the eternal Holy Place, into
God’s very presence, to make atonement for us.

As a Catholic family and knowing that the National Eucharistic Congress was last held in 1941, we couldn't pass up such a rare and
historically significant event. It wasn't without challenges, however. Everything from rearranging our family's complicated schedule to
justifying the large associated cost wasn't easy to do. Registering for the National Eucharistic Congress was a daunting task. The pro-
cess involved filling out lengthy and confusing forms and providing extensive personal information, and many website glitches and freez-
es forced us to restart the registration process over and over until the last moment before all the seats were almost sold out. It really was
an uphill battle, but the enemy's efforts only proved to us how important it would be to participate in the National Eucharistic Con-

gress. The chance to gather with fellow Catholics from across the country to learn, discuss, and deepen our understanding of the Eu-
charist was an experience that prompted spiritual revival, growth, and renewal, and we can't wait to share our experience with you.

Faith helps people persevere through obstacles. We met with an individual who shared with us how she and her husband waited for
hours in a line that went around the stadium one and a half times. Compared to our five-minute wait two days later, we had it easy. Her
patience acts as a testament to how devoted she and the others in the line were to participating in the pilgrimage.

We came to Indianapolis in time for the 3rd day of the 5-day congress. Every day consisted of the same order of events. First, a rosary
prayer before mass, afternoon impact sessions, and closing with a revival. The afternoon impact sessions had so many classes that we
could attend. To maximize our time, we decided to split classes. After attending the class, we would share our experiences with our
family members.

Sharing... Sharing can be a good thing, a bad thing, or both. Sharing the Eucharist is a marvelous and miraculous thing to do. Can you
imagine eating the body of Christ? Is it the real body of Christ? Where does it come from? Is it a pagan thing? If it is, will we have eter-
nal life or will we go to hell? We should read the scripture about our questions. John 6, especiallyJ ohn i692&8ays, i

It is clear that the Eucharist is the real deal. It is the actual body of Christ, giving life, and it has come down from heaven: Body, Soul and
Divinity. Not only can we see it in scripture, but also through Eucharistic miracles. The first documented Eucharistic miracle was in 750
AD in Lanciano, Italy where the bread and wine turned into visible flesh and blood. Further, St. Ignatius said, “those who hold heretical
opinions about the grace of Jesus Christ ... refuse to acknowledge that the Eucharist is the flesh of our savior Jesus Christ, which suf-
fered for our sins and which the Father by his goodness raised up” (Smy r n a@2).h s

Moreover, it is not only we can see from John, but we may read Matthew 26:26-30, Mark 14:22-26, and Luke 22:14-20.

Should one receive the Eucharist? Well, some people think that the Eucharist is a medicine because it can cure you. Some people
think that the Eucharist is just a symbol. Therefore, they think that anybody, under any circumstances, can receive the Eucharist. Let us
see at 1 Corinthian 11:27-30 “Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of

profaning the body and blood of the Lord. ...” . From this passage, it is clear that the Eucharist is to be put in a high position.

Furthermore, in the upper room at the passover, Jesus said “Take it; this is my body”. “This is my blood of the covenant, which is
poured out for many.” Are we going to deny what Jesus said?

Additionally, we can see the miracle of the Eucharist, when it becomes the real body and blood of our Lord of the Lords Jesus Christ. In
Eucharistic miracles, it has many times been scientifically proven that bread became real flesh and blood, showing Jesus’s words to be
true.

The Eucharist is the real blood, body, soul and divinity of Jesus. It is not a symbol. Before receiving the eucharist, should we ask our-

selves if we are worthy of the body of Christ? Did we confess our sins? Did we do penance and try hard to sin no more? Next, how do

we receive the body of Christ, should we take it with our unconsecrated hands, should we kneel, should we just take it like taking candy

orsnack?
