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Encountering God Though the Word in Liturgy

Vatican II says in part that "attentively listening to 
Scripture and freely uniting your mind and will to what 
God is saying is a core value to active participation in 
the Liturgy.”  The keys to encountering God through 
the Word is to actively prepare, listen, respond,  
contemplate, and then put into action what you 
have heard. The Liturgy of the Word is a privileged  
moment where the risen Christ, the eternal Word, 
makes himself present and speaks through Scripture.  
 
You can prepare to hear the Word by reading the 
readings before Mass. They are readily available 
through many apps and websites (www.usccb.org for 
one). This is a way to make a deeper connection to the 
Word and the Psalm because you won't be hearing 
them for the first time at Mass. On your way to church 
or when you pray before Mass repeat the simple prayer 
"Lord, speak, your servant is listening" 
 
Listen as if Christ is speaking directly to you today: 
pay attention to any word, phrase, or image that 
stands out, moves you, consoles you, disturbs you, or 
stays with you. After each reading and the psalm, use 
the brief silence to turn that word into a response: 
“Lord, what are You saying to me? How do You want 
me to live this today?” When you respond “Thanks be 
to God” or “Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ,” say it con-
sciously as your personal response to the God who has 
just spoken, not as a routine line.  
 
During the First reading listen for the big message 
(promise, call, warning, consolation); contemplate 
how this reveals the heart of God and how the image  
of God deepens in you. During Responsorial psalm:  
Respond to the refrain as your own prayer; repeat it 
interiorly as you breathe, offering your current feelings 
into those inspired words. The Second reading is often 
a very concrete message about Christian life in which 
you can contemplate about how to put it into      
action. When listening to the Gospel imagine that 
Christ is physically in front of you, contemplate that 
you are in the scene, listening, watching His gestures, 
and noticing how He looks at you. 
 
Finally, let the Word bear fruit after Mass. Put it into 
action by bringing a concrete word or verse home with 
you. Contemplate it in your daily life, asking each day 
"How can I live Sunday's Word in this decision, this re-
lationship, this suffering." This is when you can put this 
Encounter with God into action.

THE FIRST AND THE SECOND ADAM  
Fr. John Cuff 

       Today’s Second Reading from St. Paul’s Letter to the Romans speaks of two men who more than anyone else 
in history, influenced mankind’s salvation. The first is Adam, through whom sin and death entered into the world, 
and mankind fell from God’s favor. The other is Jesus, through whom mankind is once more reconciled to God, and 
grace and eternal life are restored to us: “For just as by one man's disobedience the many were made sinners, 
so by one man's obedience the many will be made righteous.” 

       In Jewish belief, one person can sometimes act in the name of a whole group of people, in such a way that the 
fate and destiny of that group hangs on the success or failure of that one person. This belief is seen in the famous 
story of David and Goliath, where we see how a war between two nations, the Israelites and the Philistines, was 
settled by a one-on-one combat between David and Goliath. David won, and thus the Israelites were victorious;  
Goliath lost, and so the entire nation of the Philistines was defeated. In a similar way, St. Paul argues that all man-
kind stood condemned on account of Adam’s disobedience, and that all mankind now stands justified before God 
on account of Christ’s obedience. 

       But even so, there’s a big distinction to be made between our sharing in Adam’s loss and our sharing in Christ’s 
merits. Original sin is our genetic inheritance from Adam. Since Adam is the father of all mankind, it can be said that 
all mankind were literally in Adam’s loins. Adam’s DNA is stamped in the DNA of all humanity. But we cannot say 
the same about Christ. His DNA has not been passed down to all humanity. Indeed, our belonging to Adam is by 
nature; we’ve no choice in the matter. But our belonging to Christ is by choice. That’s why all humankind has inherit-
ed Adam’s fallen human nature, whether we like it or not, but it is only those who choose to belong to Christ who will 
inherit the blessings He has won for humanity. Lent then is a time when the Church reminds us of what Christ has 
done for us, and invites us all to make a conscious decision to belong to Him. As St. Paul says, “We entreat you 
on behalf of Christ be reconciled to God.…Now is the acceptable time; now is the day of salvation!” So this 
Lent let us actively choose to belong to Christ, the Second Adam!  
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
