INn Canada where assisted suicide has been legal since 2016, 1 in
20 deaths are now due to assisted suicide/euthanasia. Too
many are giving up on life under this lavwv.

- People with disabilities, the poor and
marginalized fear coercion and abuse under
assisted suicide laws.

- Suicide rates increase in states where assisted
suicide is legal, especially among veterans.

- There is a possible cost savings to insurance
companies as they can provide cheaper lethal
drugs instead of lifesaving treatments.
